5. Presentations

5.1 NB lnternational Sculoture S mposium Saint John Update

Ms. Diana Alexander, Executive Director, ln Attendance

Ms. Alexander made presentation to Council, stating in2012 the NB lnternational
Sculpture Symposium held its first Sculpture Saint John. Quispamsis was a
participant in the first Symposium, and as a result the Town now has Agnessa
Petrova's sculpture, "Cascade" located in its Arts & Culture Park. Ms. Alexander
informed Council Sculpture Saint John will once again be hosting artists from
around the world to participate in the 3'd Annual Sculpture Symposium August 4

- September 17,2017.

Two further symposiums are also being planned for 2018 and 2020 at which time
there will be 38 sculptures throughout NB, creating a lasting legacy of public art
to be enjoyed by many for years to come. She noted there are a few spaces
remaining, and she is approaching each of the original participants to see if they
might be interested in participating in the 2018 Sculpture Symposium. The costs,
Ms. Alexander said, is $15,000 with payment spread over two years - 2017 and
2018. An additional cost of approximately $5000 will also be required to transfer
and install the art within Quispamsis. The estimated value of each completed
sculpture is between $100,000 - $150,000.

A Staff Report from the Municipal Planning Officer confirmed the proposed use
as an office space and service repair shop is a permitted use in the
Neighbourhood Commercial Zone under Section 15(AXlXaXiv). The proposed

use would not bring any significant change or impacts on the adjacent residential
properties, and is in keeping with the intent of the NC zone.

A Notice of Decision from the Planning Advisory Committee recommended its

support of the application to amend the developer's agreement to permit an office
and repair service shop for Ascension Elevating Devices Ltd, with any change in
ownership or business requiring further amendment.

Correspondence from Ms. Burrell requested epinephrine auto-injectors (EpiPen)

be added to the Town's first aid kits or wall cabinets at strategic locations
throughout the Town. They are simple to use and need very little training but can

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save a person's life and give someone with a severe allergy reaction or

anaphylaxis time to obtain medical help.

Councillor Luck suggested the formation of a Wellness Committee to review

wellness items, noting epi pens would need to be checked regularly for expiry

dates.

The Director of Community Services informed Council she is researching the
provision of epi pens in public places, noting it is becoming more main stream,

similar to AED - defibrillators. Staff, she noted, do check the Town's first aid kits

monthly for expirations, etc., as part of their regular maintenance program. She

noted epi pens would also require training for Staff. She wants to further review

implications as to budget and provide Council with a recommendation upon

completion of her review. She noted the Town has a Staff Wellness Committee,

but Council may want to consider appointing a public community wellness

committee.

Petition Received from Quispamsis Beach Vollevball Recreational & Competitive
Leaoues

A petition received from 35 members of the Quispamsis Beach Volleyball
Recreational & Competitive leagues at Meenan's Cove Park expressed concern
and disappointment regarding the decline in the organization and management of
the leagues. Their issues include scheduling, referees to know the rules of the
game, fencing, maintenance of courts, and equipment.
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The Director of Community Services informed Council Staff are currently
investigating the concerns noted, and are working to address the issues. She

noted registration fees are only $210 for a team to play a 12 week season. The

Town provides referees and high quality courts. The 35 signatories on the
petition only represent a small number of the total 285 residents who have
registered for this program. An option may be for the group to formalize its own

association similar to ball, tennis, hockey, etc. Ms. Purton Dickson advised she

would like to meet further with the group and review options, and will have

recommendations before Council for the next meeting.

Councillor Luck suggested raising the netting on the softball side of the Volleyball

courts to prevent softballs from hitting the volleyball players.

9.6 David & BettLSaunders - Drainaqe lssues. Chamberlain Road

Correspondence from Mr. & Mrs. Saunders expressed concern about the deep
trenches on their Chamberlain Road property. They noted the ditch between
their property and the adjacent property was once 3 feet wide by 3 feet deep, and

is now approximately 7 feet wide and 7 feet deep due to water erosion. Town

Crews have entered their property to make repairs and have dug and left a hole
16 feet wide and 7 feet deep. They are concerned this large hole presents a

dangerous situation and are looking to the Town to have this rectified. They

stated their property has been in their family for over 50 years and only recently
has the water caused problems. This leads them to assume the water has been

re-directed from adjacent property(s) towards their property and needs to be

corrected as soon as possible to avoid further damages.

10.2 (Apr.27l16) Animal Control Bv-law lssues

Letter from Robert Hunt. ispamsis Animal Advocate - Mr. Hunt was in

attendance and expanded upon his letter which provided suggestions he felt
would improve Animal Control By-law No. 031. He noted his main concern is
that dogs suspected of being a threat to public safety should be assessed by a
professional, trained in animal behavior. He suggested that the Town allow the
animal shelter or SPCA to determine if an animal should be put down after the
animal has been given an opportunity to decompress and be evaluated.

Letter Received from Colleen Smith - Ms. Smith's correspondence expressed
her concerns re the wording of the Animal Control by-law, in particular with
respect to its authority to put dogs down. She stated the by-law needs to be
adjusted and the evaluation of animals requires properly qualified persons who
can effectively assess and evaluate the animal and situation, and advise
execution of an appropriate plan of action.

Animal Control Bv-law - Preliminarv Review - Staff Report from Director of
Enqineerino & Works - Mr. Losier's Staff Report provided findings from Staff's
preliminary review of the Animal Control By-law in response to concerns re public
perception of strong wording and a misunderstanding of the Town's actual
processes and procedures.
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The Staff Report indicated in order to receive policy direction from Council, Staff,

in consultation with the Town Solicitor, have identified areas that could be

modified in the current By-law and also identified items that Staff feel should not

be considered as they would compromise the Town's ability to guarantee public

safety. The report provided a listing of potential changes to improve the clarity of

the By-law for Council's consideration. ln addition, Mr. Losier noted it is

unfortunate the Town's position and message concerning animal control has

been seriously misunderstood. He pointed out the many positive aspects the

Town has introduced in its efforts to be animal friendly, including a dedicated dog

park, a dog friendly beach, supplied poop and scoop stations, clear leash rules

for public places and noted the By-law has had significantly more positive

outcomes than negative.

CAO Deuville related Statf, led by Mr. Losier, (who is unable to be in attendance

due to a graduation in the family), has listened to the residents' concerns, and

researched other municipalities' animal control services and issues. The
preliminary Statf Report suggests certain changes to the by-law, while

recommending other sections be retained to strike the balance of addressing

residents' concerns while not compromising public safety. She noted there are

several options, as re deeming an animal fierce and dangerous that can be

explored. She noted Staff are now seeking Council's feedback and direction. lf
Council is satisfied with the direction being suggested, Staff can proceed with

finalizing a more comprehensive report, including By-law Amendments, for
Council's consideration.
